Planting into well drained soil will 

help avoid water stress and soil disease such as Phythium. Raised beds are recommended to help maximize root length and overall yield.

Carrots prefer a pH between 6.2 and 6.8 and good fertility.  Typical per acre fertilization rates are 75 lb. N, 100 lb. P2O2, and 200 lb. K2O for 

muck soils, and 120 lb. N, 75 lb.  P2O2, and 150 lb. K2O on mineral soils.

Seed should be sown into a well prepared seedbed 1/4" deep.  Avoid soils with a tendency to crust. Light irrigation may be required to 

keep the seedbed moist for germination.  After emergence, avoid over irrigation; grow on the dry side and allow seedlings to elongate 

to reach moisture.

(1) Make sure a good portion of your mix has frilly or wavy leaves to add volume and keep the flatter leaves from sticking together.  
(2) Sow each variety in a separate bed. You may be able to take several cuttings. In cool weather, all of these greens will grow rapidly and be ready to harvest in a month or less. 
(3) If using brassicas, such as Mizuna or an Arugula, insects may be a problem. Some growers use floating covers for protection.
(4) Chill immediately after harvesting, usually with a cool water rinse (or your vacuum cooler!).

Spring oats or winter grains can also be planted with Purple Bounty
to act as a protective cover for improved winter survival and increased erosion control. Purple Bounty is an excellent cover crop for nitrogen fixation, erosion control, bio mass, and weed suppression.

P H A C E L I A Phacelia is a plant that is native to the United States, but was adopted and improved by Europeans for use as a cover crop. Phacelia is quick to establish and will winter kill at 18o F. Phacelia is an excellent
source of high quality nectar and pollen and as a result is excellent at increasing the population and diversity of beneficial insects. Phacelia will begin flowering 6-8 weeks after emergence and will continue
to flower for 4-6 weeks. Phacelia is comparable to buckwheat in many ways, but is more tolerant to cold and drought. Phacelia can also be used for forage, as a green manure crop, nematode control, and
a nitrogen trap crop.

O A T S Oats are very versatile as they can be planted at various times of the season and used as an excellent cover and forage crop. Oats work well alone, but especially well in mixes with radishes, turnips,
berseem clover, crimson clover and Austrian winter peas. Oats perform well for erosion control and are very good nutrient scavengers. Oats (and mixes with radishes or turnips) work very well for manure
nutrient management.

T R I T I C A L E Triticale is a hybrid small grain produced by crossing wheat with rye. The name “triticale” is derived from the combined scientific 
names of the two crop species wheat and rye. The versatility that triticale offers as a grain, a forage, for straw and as a cover 
crop adds to the economic viability that sustains the interest in the crop.

C R I M S O N  C L O V E R Crimson Clover has erect stems, grows quickly and has larger seeds than the more commonly used red clover. Crimson Clover’s
primary advantages are rapid growth during cool weather, shade tolerance and good reseeding potential. Crimson Clover can be
planted in early spring or fall for weed control. Because of its shade tolerance and reseeding potential, crimson clover is also 
effective as a living ground cover in orchards. Crimson Clover has been used effectively to suppress weeds when planted in the
early fall following a short-season crop such as potatoes, snap beans, vegetables or following winter wheat. Planting with a grass
such as oats , which is also fast-growing, gives additional weed control in these situations.

A U S T R I A N  W I N T E R  P E A S Austrian Winter Peas are a cool-season, annual legume with good nitrogen-fixing capabilities. Austrian winter pea is a low-growing, viney legume
and has been shown to fix over 200 lbs. of nitrogen per acre per year under good conditions. It has hollow, slender and succulent stems, 2 to 4
feet long. The foliage is pale green and the flowers are colored, usually purple, pink or reddish. The leaf consists of one to three pairs of leaflets
and terminal branched tendrils. Pods are 1.5 to 2.5 inches long with three to five round, dark-colored seeds. Seed color is commonly gray with
purple or brown mottles. 

C E R E A L  R Y E Cereal Rye is a fall planted, winterhardy species with deep root penetration. The extensive root system enables cereal rye to capture high levels
of nitrogen and other nutrients from the soil and reduces soil compaction issues. Cereal Rye has the added benefit of late fall and early spring
grazing as well as spring silage or hay.

C A L I E N T E  1 9 9  M u s t a r d  B l e n d Mustard blend used as a green manure crop and biofumigant. Produces excellent biomass with good management. Caliente 199 
glucosinolate production among mustards in its class, and as part of and integrated program, can reduce nematode populations and suppress
weeds and diseases including Verticillium Wilt, Silver Scurf, and Sclerotinia.
